Hanging space: The RVAC has three exhibition spaces, the large gallery floor size is 24x30 ft, with 94 linear feet of wall space, the side galleries are a) 9x15, 26 linear feet and b) 15x15, 54 linear feet. 

Security: The RVAC galleries have security systems and are supervised when open.

Publicity: RVAC will provide publicity through its contacts and members e-network, through publicity in the local newspaper and other media, and to the organisations normally carrying the exhibitions schedule. 

The artist will be responsible for contacting their personal patrons list. 

RVAC will host and publicise an Opening, we will ask you to contribute

Artist’s Fees: RVAS is unable to pay artist’s fees at this time. 

Sales: The gallery will take commission on any sales, 20% commission for RAG members and  30% commission for non-members. (These commissions go towards paying gallery overheads.)

Hanging: The artist will be responsible for delivering the work to the gallery and retrieving the work at pre-arranged dates. A solo artist may take part in hanging and taking down the exhibition with the gallery staff. 

Work must be appropriately framed or mounted and ready for hanging. Instructions where special treatment is required. 

Any gallery signage including labels for the work will be produced by RVAC.

Your work: Your work must be original. Please be aware that copyright laws are extensive and prohibit the incorporation or copying of the work of other artists, designers or craftspeople without prior permission.

Credit must be given for any contribution by another artist or artists to the work.

Your work should be new work or recent work that has not been shown before in Revelstoke.
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
